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Mikana, WI is the  
headwaters of 
the Red Cedar 
River. This  
access point is 
just behind the 
original 1884 Log 
Dam. 
 

3.8 miles south 
takes one down 
the river, across 
Rice Lake to the 
UW-Barron 
County Campus.  

7.4 miles south of 
the Mikana 
landing point is  
the Red Barn 
Landing. This trip 
can take 3-4 
hours. 

2.8 miles or 
about 1.5 hours 
south of the 
UW-Barron 
County Campus 
is Sawyer 
Landing. 

One finds excellent 
fishing along the 
3.8 mile stretch 
from Sawyer 
Landing to 
Johnson Landing. 
The float can take 
about 2 hours. 

“OO” Landing is 4.7 miles and about 3 hours south f rom 
Johnson Landing. Cranberry Creek enters the river a bout one-
half mile downstream. This is thought to have been an older 
channel of the Red Cedar River.  About two miles fu rther, the 
Yellow River joins the red Cedar. An island is foun d at its mouth. 
One can also access the Red Cedar by floating down the Yellow

When you put-in at the 
County “D” access 
point, you will see the 
area is isolated and 
wooded on the stretch 
from “D” to County “I”, 
2.7 miles or an hour 
and half down the river. 

If you are in the Chetek 
area, you can access the 
Red Cedar by way of the 
Chetek River. Put-in below 
the dam in the City of 
Chetek off Water Street. 
The Red Cedar is about 5 
miles down.  

As you continue down the Red 
Cedar, you will come County “I” on 
your way to County “A and I”, which 
is your last access point to the river. 
The stretch from “I” to “A & I” is 
about 4 miles or 2 and half hours. 
Another six miles down the River, 
you will reach Dunn County’s Myron 
Park.
